Mulato Azul

Mexican Bird of the Month

Blue Mockingbird

El Mulato azul (Melanotis caerulescen) es endémico en
México (Sonora y Tamaulipas al Sur de Oaxaca) pero
se ha observado en ocasiones en el sur de los Estados
Unidos. Ambos sexos son de un azul uniforme algunos
piensan que se describe mejor como un azul ” tipo
jean”- dando lugar al nombre de la especie derivado
del adjetivo latino para el azul: caertiléus. El nombre del
género se derivo de la mancha de su oido negro: una
combinacién del pigmento negro Melanina y Otica que
significa oido. Los ejes y la parte inferior de las plumas
del ala y la cola, llamadas remiges y rectrices, son de
color negro. Otras caracteristicas que lo definen son
sus ojos marrén-rojizos, una larga cola y un pico largo,
delgado y ligeramente curvado. Las patas y los pies son
negros.

El pigmento azul es en efecto bastante raro en la
naturaleza. El Mulato Azul es el resultado de la estructura
de sus plumas y la forma en que refleja y refracta la luz.
Esto se denomina “color de interferencia”. Debido a
esta interaccion de la luz en vez de pigmento, pueden
parecer grises cuando estdn en la sombra. Los mas
jovenes son de color gris apagado, lo que indica que
se requiere una muda para producir la estructura de la
pluma requerida.

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The Blue Mockingbird (Melanotis caerulescen) is endemic
to Mexico (Sonora and Tamaulipas south to Oaxaca)
but has been reported occasionally in the southern
US. Both sexes are a uniform blue—some think it is
best described as a “denim” blue—giving rise to the
species name derived from the Latin adjective for blue:
caertiléus. The genus name is derived from its black
ear patch: a combination of the black pigment Melanin
and Otic meaning ear. The shafts and undersides of
the wing and tail feathers—called the remiges and
rectrices—are black. Other defining characteristics are
its reddish-brown eyes, a long tail, and a long thin and
slightly curved bill. The legs and feet are black.

Blue pigment is actually quite rare in nature. The
Mockingbird's blue appearance results from its
feather structure and the way that it reflects and
refracts light. This is termed an “interference color”.
Due to this light interaction rather than pigment,
they may appear gray when they are in the shade.
Juveniles are dull gray, indicating a molt is required
to produce the needed feather structure.






Los Mulatos Azules viven en una variedad de bosques
secos subtropicales y tropicales, tierras montafosas,
bosques, matorrales y bosques de pino. Cubren un
amplio rango a nivel vertical desde las tierras bajas
hasta las elevaciones hasta 3.000 m (9.800 pies). Les
gusta esconderse en densos arbustos y en el subsuelo
de los arboles, lo que hace que sea dificil encontrarlos
a menos que se puedan seguir sus sonidos hasta el
origen. Puedes observarlos en vuelos cortos a través
de caminos y senderos que se abren paso entre la
cubierta.

Aunque pertenecen a la familia Mimidae, Los Mulatos
Azules no emulan los cantos de otros péjaros. Ellos
cantan una grany compleja variedad de " expresiones
fluidas" que repiten en combinaciones melddicas
intercaladas con notas ocasionales més duras. Esas
notas pueden ser la mejor manera de localizar a estas
aves herméticas cuando cantan en un denso follaje,
pero también cantan desde perchas expuestas.

La dieta de los Mulatos Azules no es muy conocida.
Comen tanto insectos como frutas en todos los
ambitos de los arboles y arbustos fructiferos. También
lanzan hojas al suelo en busca de comida. No se ha
informado sobre la composicién de los insectos y los
frutos.

Se reproducen desde Abril hasta Julio. El nido es una
pequefa bolsa en un arbusto o arbol a una altura
de entre 1,2,4 m sobre el suelo. Ponen dos huevos
en el nido de color turquesa sin marcar, pero no
hay informacion sobre los periodos de incubacién o
de anidacién, las contribuciones de los padres a las
diversas actividades, ni sobre el nimero de crias por
temporada. Esto es bastante inusual para una especie
tan ampliamente distribuida y comidn. Tal vez su
timidez ha impedido a los investigadores aprender sus
secretos.

Busca los Mulatos Azules en el JBV en los densos

bosques del lado norte, cerca del Rio Horcones, y a lo
largo de las zonas bajas del Sendero del Jaguar.
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Blue Mockingbirds live in a variety of subtropical and
tropical dry forests, montane forests and woodlands,
and riparian thickets, scrub and pine-oak forests.
They cover a broad vertical range from lowlands to
elevations up to 3,000 m (9,800 ft). They like to skulk
in dense scrub and forest understory, making them
difficult to find unless you can follow their songs to
the source. You may see them in short flights across
roads and trails darting between cover.

While they belong to the family Mimidae, Blue
Mockingbirds do not mimic the songs of other birds.
They sing a large and complex variety of “flutey
phrases” that they repeat in melodic combinations
interspersed with occasional harsher notes. Those
notes can be the best way to locate these secretive
birds when they are singing in dense foliage, but
they also sing from exposed perches.

The diet of Blue Mockingbirds is not well known.
They eat both insects and fruit at all levels in dense
fruiting bushes and trees. They also toss leaves on
the ground in search of food. The nature of the
insects and fruits has not been reported.

Breeding is from April through July. The nestis a loose
cup in a shrub or tree only about 1.2 to0 2.4 m (4 to 8 ft)
above the ground. Two unmarked turquoise eggs are
laid, but there is no information on the incubation or
nestling periods, parental contributions to the various
activities, nor on the number of broods per season.
This is quite unusual for such a widely distributed
and common species. Perhaps their shyness has kept
researchers from learning their secrets.

Look for Blue Mockingbirds at the VBG in dense
thickets on the north side, near the Rio Horcones,
and along the lower areas of the Jaguar Trail.

Although the COVID-19 emergency might feel new to
most of the world, similar situations have happened
multiple times in the past, with diseases coming from
the same well-known origin: Wild Animals. The SARS
epidemic, also caused by a coronavirus, began in China
with the consumption of a catlike animal called the palm
civet. The MERS epidemic, started with a coronavirus
transmitted to humans from camels in the Middle East. It
is even believed the AIDS pandemic originated in Africa
after humans consumed the virus-laden meat of wild
chimpanzees.

Now, with the spread of yet another deadly coronavirus
killing thousands, the message is crystal clear. If we are
to prevent future pandemics, we must immediately halt
the global trade in wild birds, mammals, reptiles, and
amphibians in every country around the world. With the
spreading of new deadly viruses and diseases every few
years, some weak measures were taken in the past, but
they weren’t enough. In Guangdong Province in China
in 2003, wildlife markets were temporarily shuttered
as SARS emerged. Wild animal trade and consumption
declined in the immediate aftermath, but the business
resumed within a year, despite calls for a permanent
ban. After the initial outbreak passes, public attention
turns away from the illegal wildlife trade responsible for
these deadly diseases. Scientists have long been calling
for permanent ban for at least the last three decades.
Without a global response, we are now living in daily
terror and dying by the thousands as a result of the
inaction of world leaders to stop trafficking in wildlife.

The world’s leading scientists are unanimous: that
without a full and permanent ban on the trade in wild
animals, it is only a matter of time until the next incurable
deadly virus emerges. This will keep happening because
humans are allowed to view wild animals through an
economic lens and to be sold commercially as a viable
food source while knowing full well the risk to human
health and to the global economy. Without permanently
banning unsanitary virus-causing wildlife markets,
governments are not doing everything they can within
their power to protect us. We can now clearly predict
where the next pandemic will come from; and it is
already happening. Because of the massive scope of this
problem, only world governments working together in
a coordinated response have the resources and power
to stop the illegal selling of wild animal species as food.

As though this situation wasnt bad enough, the
continued trapping of wildlife for human food is rapidly
driving many species to the very brink of extinction.
Without a global response from world governments to
stop the wild animal markets, we are doomed to live
in a more dangerous and impoverished world forever.
