THROUGH
BUTTERFLY
WINGS

onozcan a Pteronymia cotytto una mariposa alitas de
cristal, habitante de selvas medianas en las serranias
mexicanas. Las celdas en sus alas carecen de las tipicas
escamas coloridas de las mariposas, permitiéndonos,

y a sus depredadores, ver la selva a través de ellas porque ¢qué
mejor manera de ocultarse que ser transparente?

This is a Crystal-winged Butterfly (Pteronymia cotytto), an
inhabitant of humid deciduous forestsin Mexico “s mountains.
The cells on its wings lack the typically colorful scales of
butterflies, allowing us and its predators to see through it,
because what better way to hide than by being transparent?

Pero silo pensamos un segundo, es un verdadero
privilegio observar el delicado vuelo de las alitas
de cristal, y no solo por su descolorida estrategia,
sino porque las Pteronymia cotytto al igual que
otros animales, se enfrentan al reto de sobrevivir
en un ambiente cada vez mas devastado.

Si mama mariposa logra encontrar en algin
fragmento de su ecosistema originario, aquella
planta hospedera de la que se alimentaran sus
orugas; dejara sus huevecillos a merced no solo
de sus depredadores naturales, sino de las tantas
especies que hemos introducido a un ambiente
cada dia mas lleno de venenos disefiados para
enfermar a todo desafortunado insecto o animal
que los respire o ingiera.

Ademés de esto, de las 25,000 especies
de mariposas y polillas que habitan el pais,
Unicamente dos se encuentran protegidas por
la Ley General de Vida Silvestre y junto con el
resto de los insectos, y a pesar de ser la base de
la cadena alimenticia, su conservacién depende
Unicamente de la buena voluntad de ciudadanos
que, comprometidos con la naturaleza, alcen
la voz por la salud de los ecosistemas y la
conservacién de su flora y su fauna.
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But if we think about it for a second, it’s a real
privilege to look at the delicate wing of the
Crystal-winged Butterfly, not only because of its
colorless strategy, but because P. cotytto, like
other animals, faces the challenges of surviving
in an increasingly devastated environment.

If a female butterfly can find the correct host
plant that will feed its larvae (caterpillars)—in
an ecosystem fragmented into islands rather
than continuous tracts—it will lay its eggs. It will
leave them to face not only its natural predators,
but also all the exotic species that humans have
introduced. The eggs and larvae will be further
challenged by a polluted environment filled
with indiscriminate poisons designed to Kkill
every unfortunate insect, leading to the deaths
of their predators too when they eat them.

Among the 25,000 butterfly and moth species
identified in Mexico, only two are currently
legally protected. Butterflies live at the bottom
of the food chain, and so when they are not
protected and fail to thrive, the entire food
chain above them is also endangered. Their
conservation must not be left only to the
goodwill of citizens who raise their voices
to support the health of ecosystems and to
conserve flora and fauna. Legal protection must
be mandated and enforced.



En los Gltimos meses, México ha perdido valiosos
conservacionistas a quienes les arrebataron
la vida por defender a las mariposas frente
a las injusticias y la violencia que controlan
el aprovechamiento indiscriminado de |la

naturaleza. Pero mientras haya quien continte

luchando por las selvas y los bosques, las
mariposas continuardn siendo simbolos de la
transformacién y la resistencia. Puesto que,
si un ser tan delicado y fragil logra cosas tan
espectaculares, entonces tenemos mucho que
demostrar como sociedad.

During the last few months, Mexico has lost
important conservationists whose lives were
taken for defending butterflies from the injustice
and violence that controls the indiscriminate
exploitation of nature.

If
such delicate and fragile beings are to be able
to achieve such spectacular things, then we
have lot to prove as a society.

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Chachalacas
(Genus Ortalis)

Hay 16 especies de Chachalaca en todo el
mundo (Género Ortalis), todas en América.
Tres especies viven en México: la de vientre
rufo (O. wagleri) a lo largo de la costa noroeste
hacia el sur hasta Jalisco, la de occidente
(O. wagleri) y la de occidente (O. wagleri).
poliocephala) a lo largo de la costa meridional
de Jalisco hasta Oaxaca, y la Llanura (O. vetula)
a lo largo del Golfo de México, al sur a través
de la Peninsula de Yucatan, Belice, el norte de
Guatemala, el norte de Honduras y la parte
central septentrional de Nicaragua.

Chachalacas
(Genus Ortalis)

There are 16 species of Chachalaca worldwide
(genus Ortalis), all in the Americas. [Note that
the common name is pronounced cha cha la ca,
not cha ka la ca.] Three species live in Mexico:
the Rufuous-bellied (O. wagleri) along the NW
coast south to Jalisco, the West Mexican (O.
poliocephala) from the southern Jalisco coast to
Oaxaca, and the Plain (O. vetula) along the Gulf
of Mexico, south through the Yucatén Peninsula,
Belize, northern Guatemala, northern Honduras
and the north central part of Nicaragua.

Elnombre genérico Ortalis se deriva del griego para
designar a la pollita o la gallina doméstica. Las aves
tienen un parecido con los pequefios pavos, pero
estan relacionadas con las pavas y los pavos reales
dentro de su familia de Cracidae. Estos ultimos
son mas grandes y viven en los arboles, mientras
que las chachalacas a menudo pasan tiempo en
el suelo en un habitat abierto de matorrales, asi
como en los arboles. Para ser un ave grande, son
sorprendentemente &giles en los arboles donde
corren a lo largo de las ramas para obtener frutos,
hojas y flores; son casi exclusivamente herbivoras.
El nombre comin Chachalaca es una onomatopeya
parael “canto” cha-cha-lac de lallanura Chachalaca.
La primera indicaciéon de que las aves estan en su
area es frecuentemente sus ruidosas y estridentes
vocalizaciones.

Estas se realizan a menudo en duetos y coros, y
provocan gritos similares de otras parejas y grupos,
quizas en las laderas de las colinas a través de valles
escarpados. Este comportamiento sugiere que
las canciones se usan para establecer y defender
territorios. No son sonidos que se olviden pronto;
ila mayoria de los observadores no los llamarian
canciones! Todas las especies tienen largas colas,
pies bastante largos y robustos, y largos cuellos; los
sexos son similares.
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As shown in the distribution maps below, the
Rufous-bellied and West Mexican ranges are
thought to overlap a little at the south end of
Banderas Bay near the Vallarta Botanical Garden,
but no evidence of hybrids has been presented,
only speculation.

The generic name Ortalis is derived from the Greek for
pullet or domestic hen. The birds have a resemblance
to small turkeys, but are related to guans and curassows
within their family of Cracidae. The latter are larger and
live in trees, while chachalacas often spend time on the
ground in open scrubby habitat as well as in trees. For
a large bird, they are surprisingly agile in trees where
they run along branches for fruit, leaves and flowers;
they are almost exclusively herbivores.

The common name Chachalaca is an onomatopoeia
for the cha-cha-lac “www.song.com” of the Plain
Chachalaca. The first indication that birds are in your
area is frequently their loud, raucous vocalizations.
These are often performed in duets and choruses, and
prompt similar shrieking from other pairs and groups,
perhaps on hillsides across steep valleys.

This behavior suggests the songs are used to establish
and defend territories. They are not sounds you will
soon forget; most observers would not call them songs!

All species have long tails, fairly long and stout feet,
and long necks; the sexes are similar. The distinguishing
feature of the Rufous-bellied is, not surprisingly, its
rufous belly and the rufous tips of its rectrices (tail
feathers). The West Mexican is larger, with upperparts
and upper breast a gray-brown, and plain gray on the
head and upper neck.

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La caracteristica distintiva del vientre rufo es,
no es sorprendente, su vientre rufo y las puntas
rufas de sus rectrices (plumas de la cola). El West
Mexican es mas grande, con las partes superiores
y el pecho superior de color gris-marrén, y gris liso
en la cabeza y la parte superior del cuello.

La parte inferior del pecho y el vientre son blancos,
con coberturas de canela en la parte inferior de la
cola, que lo separan claramente del vientre rufado.
Las puntas de las plumas de la cola tienen puntas
de color crema.
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The lower breast and belly are white, with cinnamon
undertail coverts, clearly separating it from the Rufous-
bellied. The tips of its tail feathers have creamy buff
tips. The Plain species is a subtle sandy brown and gray
above with a buffy belly, and a long, rounded tail with
whitish tips.

None of the Mexican chachalacas are great fliers; long
flights are rare. However, they do launch themselves
from the tree canopy with a burst of wingbeats to take
flight, and then glide for a short distance to their next
perch.




Ninguna de las chachalacas mexicanas son
grandes voladoras; los vuelos largos son raros. Sin
embargo, se lanzan desde el dosel de los éarboles
con una rafaga de batir las alas para volar, y
luego se deslizan por una corta distancia hasta su
préxima percha. Un informe muy antiguo afirmaba
que el vientre rufo era una “presa favorita” de
los halcones del bosque de collar (Micrastur
semitorquatus), lo que probablemente requeriria
que los halcones golpearan a las chachalacas en
vuelo. Estos halcones son relativamente comunes
en nuestra zona.

Elvientre rufo vive en el bosque tropical caducifolio
y en el bosque espinoso de las tierras bajas.
También se les puede encontrar en plantaciones
de palmeras, en zonas perturbadas, y en densos
manglares a lo largo de la costa desde el nivel del
mar hasta unos 1.300 m. El Mexicano Occidental
también vive en bosques caducifolios, matorrales
espinosos, de segundo crecimiento, y localmente
en bosques de pino y roble, pero a mayor altura
y en condiciones mas humedas. Se encuentra
con menos frecuencia en los manglares y en las
plantaciones de palma. Hay pocainformaciénsobre
los Chachalacas de la llanura, pero los informes
sugieren que ocupan el bosque subtropical cerca
de las tierras bajas.

Se sabe mas sobre el oeste mexicano que sobre las
otras dos especies mexicanas. Son mondgamas, y
ambos sexos construyen una simple plataforma
de nido en los arboles usando ramitas, tallos,
enredaderas y hojas tejidas con vegetacién
fresca. Ponen dos o tres grandes huevos blancos,
que sélo la hembra incuba durante 24 dias, pero
ambos sexos cuidan de las crias. Los polluelos
son precociales y desarrollan plumas juveniles
completas en pocos dias, pareciéndose muy
pronto a los pequefos adultos. Se dice que los
jovenes nacen con instinto de trepar y buscar
refugio en el arbol de anidacién y pueden volar en
pocos dias. Ambos rasgos son signos de que la
especie se ha adaptado a las presiones ejercidas
por los depredadores.

Las chachalacas son comunes en el Jardin, se ven
mas a menudo en el denso follaje de los arboles.
En su préxima visita, recuerde que si escucha algo
que le haga decir “;qué diablos es ese sonido?” es
muy probable que esté cerca de las chachalacas.

A very old report stated that the Rufous-bellied
was a “favorite prey” of Collared Forest-Falcons
(Micrastur semitorquatus), which likely would require
the falcons to strike chachalacas in flight. These
falcons are relatively common in our area.

The Rufous-bellied lives in tropical deciduous forest
and thorn forest in lowlands. You can also find them
in palm plantations, in disturbed areas, and dense
mangroves along the coast from sea level up to about
1,300 m. The West Mexican also lives in deciduous
forest, thorn scrub, second growth, and locally in pine-
oak forest, but at higher elevations and in more humid
conditions. It is less commonly found in mangroves
and palm plantations. There is little information about
Plain Chachalacas, but reports suggest they occupy
subtropical forest near lowlands.

More is known about the West Mexican than about the
other two Mexican species. They are monogamous,
and both sexes build a simple nest platform in trees
using twigs, stems, vines and leaves woven with fresh
vegetation. They lay two or three large white eggs,
which only the female incubates for 24 days, but
both sexes care for the hatchlings. The nestlings are
precocial and develop full juvenile feathers in few days,
resembling small adults very soon.

The young are said to be born with an instinct to climb
and seek refuge in the nesting tree and can fly in few
days. Both traits are signs that the species has adapted
to pressures exerted by predators.

Chachalacas are common at the Garden, most often
seen in dense tree foliage. On your next visit, remember
that if you hear somethings that makes you say “what
on Earth is that sound?” you are very likely near
chachalacas!

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Erycina diaphana, una maestra del disfraz

Erycina diaphana, a master of disguise

Entre las orquideas del nuevo mundo existe un
grupo de flores que han evolucionado para ser
maestras del engafio, las Oncidiinae, donde
encontramos a nuestra orquidea del mes de
marzo, la Erycina diaphana. Se trata de una especie
endémica de las selvas medianas y los bosques de
encino de Jalisco, Michoacéan, Morelos y Oaxaca,
donde sus diminutos bulbos y raices adventicias

rodean las ramillas de arbustos y arboles.

En visperas de la primavera, cuando las ingenuas
moscas sirfidas buscan el amor entre la selva, la
Erycina diaphana desarrolla su racimo de florecillas
amarillas, todas dispuestas en la misma direccion y
con los pétalos abiertos tal como una mosca que
extiende sus alas. Para engafiar a su polinizador, la
orquidea no solo imita la forma, sino el color y el
aroma de la mosca, quien se posa sobre la flor con
la esperanza de conseguir pareja. Tras la decepcion
de su engano, el insecto vuela con el polen de la
orquidea hasta posarse en otra flor disfrazada de

mosca.

Cuando de orquideas se trata, la belleza puede venir
de las estrategias mas inesperadas y asombrosas.

Las engafosas Oncidiinae forman gran parte de
nuestra coleccién en el Jardin Botanico de Vallarta
y te invitamos a conocerlas en el Conservatorio de

Orquideas Mexcianas.

Erycina diaphana

Among the new world orchids, there is a group of
flowers that evolved to become masters of disguise,
the Oncidiinae, where we find our orchid of the
month, Erycina diaphana. This is an endemic species
of humid deciduous forest and oak forest of Jalisco,
Michoacan, Morelos and Oaxaca, where its tiny bulbs
and roots surround trees and twigs of bushes.

Around spring season, when the syrphid flies search
for love among the wild, E. diaphana develops its tiny
cluster of yellow flowers, all of them arranged in the
same direction and with the petals open like a fly with
extended wings. To deceive its pollinator, the orchid
not only mimics the shape, but also the color and the
scent of the fly, who pause over the flower hoping for
it to be its mate. Disappointed by the cheat, the insect
flies away with the orchid’s pollen until it pauses on
another orchid flower disguised as a fly.

When we talk about orchids, beauty may come from
the most unexpected and amazing strategies. The
misleading Oncidiinae are an important part of the
Vallarta Botanical Garden’s collection. We invite

you to come and meet them at the Mexican Orchid
Conservatory.

4-10 de abril de 2020 Unase a una busqueda para documentar fotograficamente
al loro mas amenazado de México en la Sierra de El Tuito

Los 22 loros nativos de México esta catalogado
como altamente vulnerable o en peligro de
extincion, pero Amazona oratrix se destaca de la
lista por la gravedad de su situacion. Se estima
que el loro cabeza amarilla (Amazona oratrix)
tiene una poblacion silvestre total de menos de 2
mil individuos, mucho menos de los 70 mil de
hace unas décadas. Su increible belleza y su
capacidad de imitar la voz humana, lo ha
convertido en uno de los animales mas
perseguidos por el comercio internacional de
mascotas. Cada afio se confiscan méas loros de
cabeza amarilla en la frontera de los Estados
Unidos que cualquier otra ave.

El estado de Jalisco tiene sOlo una poblacion
reconocida de loros cabeza amarilla en la
Reserva de la Biosfera Chamela-Cuixmala. Pero
hace apenas dos afos, Roberto Ornelas Carillo,
un biélogo de Puerto Vallarta que acampaba en
la Sierra de El Tuito observo un par de estas aves
para  su total deleite 'y  asombro.
Desafortunadamente, no tenia una camara a
mano para documentar este hallazgo. Desde
entonces ha vuelto a estas montafas para
buscarlas, pero hasta ahora, sin suerte. Enrique
“Petaco” Quintero Canales, un lugarefio que vive
cerca del punto en el que ocurri6 esta
observacién ha corroborado el relato del bidlogo
diciendo que todavia ve estas aves al menos
unas cuantas veces al ano.
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Expedicion Oratrix, Semana Santa 2020

Neil Gerlowski (Jardin Botanico de Vallarta) y Fabian Carvallo Vargas (Red Mexicana de Periodistas
Ambientales) estan organizando una expedicion de fotdgrafos y periodistas de vida silvestre para la
semana del 4 al 10 de abril con el objetivo de documentar a estos loros. Si esta meta se cumpliera,
seria un llamado instantaneo a una campafa para declarar una nueva area natural protegida a nivel
federal o estatal.

Las metas secundarias de la expedicion incluyen la documentacion fotografica general de la belleza
natural y la tremenda biodiversidad de esta area junto con los impactos en el area incluyendo la
mineria, la tala y los recientes incendios forestales. Por lo tanto, aunque el loro cabeza amarilla
continte eludiendo a sus aspirantes a fotdgrafos, los participantes obtendran una gran cantidad de
material muy util. La region de la Sierra de El Tuito tiene mas de 300 especies de aves, entre ellas la
Guacamaya Verde (Ara militaris), el Loro Corona Lila (Amazona finschi), y el Perico Frente Naranja
(Eupsittula canicularis). Para tener una mejor idea de la amplia gama de especies de aves que se
encuentran en esta zona, visite la pagina ebird.org y revise las listas de puntos de interés en El Tuito,
Jalisco y sus alrededores.

Endangered parrot in the Sierra de El Tuito

Each of Mexico’s 22 native parrots are listed as
either highly wvulnerable or endangered, but
Amazona oratrix stands out from the list for the
direness of its situation. The Yellow-headed
parrot (Amazona oratrix) is estimated to have a
total wild population of less than 2,000
individuals—down from 70,000 just a few
decades ago. Their incredible beauty, and, worse
of a curse even yet, their ability to mimic the
human voice, has made them one of the most
ardently pursued animals of the international
illegal pet trade. More Yellow-headed parrots are
confiscated at the US border each year than any
other bird.

The state of Jalisco has only one recognized
population of Yellow-headed parrots at the
Chamela-Cuixmala Biosphere Reserve. But just
two years ago, Roberto Ornelas Carillo, a Puerto
Vallarta based biologist camping in the Sierra de
El Tuito observed a pair of these birds to his utter
delight and astonishment. Unfortunately, he didn’t
have a camera at hand to photo document this
finding. He’s been back in these mountains to
search for them since, but so far, without any luck.

Neil Gerlowski (Vallarta Botanical Garden) and Fabian Carvallo Vargas (Mexican Network of
Environmental Journalists) are organizing an expedition of wildlife photographers and journalists for
the week of April 4 to 10 with the goal of documenting these parrots. Should this goal be met, it would
provide an instant rallying call for a campaign to declare a new federal or state level natural protected
area.

Secondary goals of the expedition include general photo documentation of the natural beauty and
tremendous biodiversity of this area along with impacts in the area including mining, logging, and
recent forest fires. So even if the Yellow-headed parrot continues to elude its would-be photographers,
participants will still amass an abundance of useful material. The Sierra de El Tuito region boasts over
300 species of birds including the Military macaw (Ara militaris), the Lilac-crowned Parrot (Amazona
finschi), and the Orange-fronted Parakeet (Eupsittula canicularis). To get a better sense of the full
range of bird species found in this area, go to ebird.org and review the lists for hotspots in and around
El Tuito, Jalisco.

Algunas éreas naturales no se convierten en una
prioridad de conservacién hasta que estamos a
punto de perderlas. Este es el momento en el que se
encuentra el Cafén del Rio los Horcones.

Aunque ubicado a tan solo 40 minutos en auto hacia
el sur de la Zona Roméntica de Puerto Vallarta, el Rio
Los Horcones ha permanecido bien preservado en la
mayoriadesucauce,desdeloaltodelaSierradel Cuale
(arriba de los 2,300 msnm) hasta su desembocadura
en la Boca de Tomatlén. Ademas de pasar por
rancherias y pequefios poblados en el camino, el rio
fluye en la mayor parte de su curso a través de vastas
extensiones de bosques pristinos. (Bosque de pino-
encino en su parte superior, integrandose en bosque
de selva seca a los 400 msnm, en el limite inferior).
Hasta ahora, sus escarpados taludes de granito
han ayudado a protegerlo junto con la asombrosa
diversidad de flora y fauna que alberga, entre otros,
raras orquideas, nutrias de rio y jaguares.

Some natural areas don’t become a conservation
priority until the moment we are poised to lose
them. The Los Horcones River Canyon is now at
that moment.

While only about a 40-minute drive south of Old
Town Puerto Vallarta, the Los Horcones River has
until now remained well preserved over much of its
course from the heights of the Sierra El Cuale (over
2,300 meters) to its mouth at Boca de Tomatlan.
Aside from passing some ranches and a few small
villages along the way, most of this river’s course
flows through vast stretches of intact forest (pine-
oak forest along its upper reaches transitioning to
tropical dry forest around 400 meters). Its steep
granite walls have helped protect it so far, along
with the amazingly diverse flora and fauna that it
shelters—river otters, jaguars, and rare orchids
included.



En enero del 2019, los habitantes de Boca de
Tomatlan se vieron inmersos en una lucha contra
un proyecto invalido que amenaza con expropiar
el agua del rio a través de la construcciéon de una
presa y un acueducto; con la pretensién de generar
energia eléctrica limpia.

De alguna manera los contratistas obtuvieron un
permiso que los exenta de la obligacién legal de
realizar una Manifestaciéon de Impacto Ambiental
—Ila cual incluye estudios de impacto social—. En
este caso ninguna de las comunidades afectadas
fueron consultadas. Este es un claro insulto a la lex
terrae y la dignidad de las personas. Resulta ain mas
insultante que tras meses de protestas, el nombre
del propietario de este proyecto para privatizar
y comercializar el agua de la comunidad, adn no
se haya dado a conocer publicamente. Nuestra
comunidad merece saber no sélo eso sino el destino
final de la energia que se genere.

El dafio que se ha hecho, incluye tala del bosque
tropical subcaducifolio —uno de los ecosistemas
mas fragiles del mundo—, extirpaciéon de fauna,
excavaciones y demolicién de la roca madre del rio, lo
cual ya es bastante alarmante. Adn maés alarmante es
lo que esta en juego si este rio continda sin proteccion.
No solo las especies que de él dependen sufriran
y moriran, sino que la Bahia de Banderas perdera
una de sus Ultimas fuentes importantes de agua
dulce. De los otros rios principales que alimentan la
Bahia, solo el Ameca y Cuale todavia tienen un hilo
de agua que llega al mar durante todo el afio. Los
demas rios, Pitillal, Edén y Palo Maria, se encuentran
tan sobreexplotados que su flujo sélo llega al mar
durante los pocos meses de lluvia. Siendo el ultimo
rio de flujo libre en nuestra regién, Los Horcones
proporciona nutrientes al mar; es un controlador de
salinidad de la Bahia, esencial para la biodiversidad
marina, incluidas especies tan formidables como
ballenas jorobadas, delfines y tortugas marinas.

Agradecemos a los pobladores de Boca de Tomatlan
por mantenerse firmes en su resistencia. Debemos
reconocer que esta lucha no puede ser sélo de
ellos. Es de todos los que aman Puerto Vallarta, la
vida silvestre, nuestro planeta, la proteccién de las
culturas locales y sus formas de vida. Esta lucha
también es tuya.

In January 2019, the residents of the fishing and
tourism-based village of Boca de Tomatlan found
themselves embroiled in a fight against an invalid
project threatening to expropriate this river’s water
through a dam and pipeline. Purportedly in the
name of generating “clean energy,” contractors
were given a shady exemption to proceed without
the required environmental and social impact
studies, and none of the affected communities were
ever consulted.

It was a clear insult to the law of the land and the
dignity of these communities. Further insulting is
that after months of protests, the name of the owner
of this would-be dam and pipeline privatizing and
commercializing the community’s water has not yet
been released publicly. Our community deserves
to know who will own the water if this project is
brought to fruition, and the destination of the
energy it would generate.

The damage that has already occurred—clearing of
tropical dry forest (one of the world’s most fragile
ecosystems), extirpation of fauna, excavations, and
demolition down into the very bedrock along the
shores of this river—is alarming. However, what
is more alarming is what is at stake if this river is
not protected. Not only will the terrestrial species
that depend on this river suffer and die, the Bay of
Banderas will lose one of its last significant sources
of fresh water. Of the other significant rivers
feeding into the Bay, only the Ameca and Cuale still
have a trickle of water making it to the sea year-
round. The others (Pitillal, Eden, Palo Maria), are
already so overexploited that they flow to the sea
only during the few months of the rainy season. As
the last significant free-flowing river of our region,
Los Horcones provides nutrients and a change in
salinity that is essential to marine wildlife, including
humpback whales, dolphins, and sea turtles.

While we thank the good people of Boca de
Tomatlan for staying strong in their resistance so far,
this fight cannot be theirs alone. For all who love
Puerto Vallarta, wildlife, whales, our planet—and
for those who believe in protecting local cultures
also, their way of life—this fight is ours, too. Learn
more at:
